Fond memories from the 2003 summer
camp programs traveled back home with many
of the 1600 campers served at Lutherhaven this
summer. Some ofthose memories (and
campers) had a little bit farther to traverse than
others.

Lutherhaven had summer camp pro-
gram attendees from 12 states and a handful of
foreign countries. Although Indiana is clearly
the leader in number ofcampers,distance was
not on obstacle for campers that traveled from
states such as Texas, Rhode Island,Georgia,and
California. Additionally, servant events brought
high school youth groups from Missouri and
Florida along with a foreign exchange student
from Germany. Other countries were also rep-
resented during Camp's second annual
International Camp.

Some ofthose who travel substantial
distances attend with local family members that
they may not get to see frequently. Others are
originally from the Fort Wayne area and select
Camp Lutherhaven in order to spend part of
their summer with old friends. Meanwhile, a few
found Lutherhaven's web site interesting enough
to seek out the special programs offered here
this past summer.

Paid in Fullwas the theme for this sum-
mer's Bible studies based on 1 Corinthians 7:23,
"You were bought at a price."And that holds true,
no matter where you live.
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We Need Your Help
This past fiscal year (2002-2003) was the toughest one financially in

over a decade at Camp Lutherhaven. Camp ended up $50,000 in the red.
Although Lutherhaven finds itselfin similar company with many other min-
istries, churches and families, it still is sobering news. It is not easy to share
and yet it is important because it gives you the opportunity to respond to this
felt need ofa ministry of which you are connected.

Camp Lutherhaven was started by a small group of lay people in the
late 1940’s. Today,after being used by thousands, it continues to be a ministry
supported and run by individuals. Camp Lutherhaven is not owned or operat-
ed by the Indiana District or a group of congregations. For this reason,the
community of supporters is a critical component to Camp’s operation. For an
outdoor ministry such as Lutherhaven to be effective,it needs to be afford-
able. Donations of any size not only help with the upkeep necessary for the
25 plus buildings on site, but help keep prices low so that sending a child to
summer camp or coming to a family retreat is attainable. Please continue on page 5

There are many ways to support the ministry of Camp Lutherhaven and much to be excited about in the years ahead.With
the addition of the Daniel Retreat Center and an additional program director, many doors are opening. These include confirmation
ministry, reaching out to our international community, increased Christian outdoor education, and additional retreats. Your help is
needed now more than ever.

Below is a short explanation for the different ways you can help. Please contact the Camp office for more information. You
may use the enclosed envelope for any of these gift catagories.

Fish & Loaves Club
This newly formed club is a way to support Lutherhaven with a gift of$10.

Our goal during this financial challenge is to raise 5000,$10 gifts, similar to when Jesus
miraculously used the 5 simple loaves and 2 fish from a boy to feed 5000 men plus
women and children.

Many of those that benefit from the ministry programs ofCamp Lutherhaven
are young people. We hope that this level of support is attractive down to the youngest
giver, whether given by an individual or organized within a family, congregation or
school class.

Daniel Retreat Center Campaign
We are in our third and final year ofthis campaign.We set our goal for

$905,000 and by God’s grace we have reached $772,000.$133,000 still remains. This
campaign helps to fund new programming, especially confirmation retreats and other
year-round youth ministry. It also includes an additional,full time program director
with specialty in youth ministry, expanded office space, and the Daniel Retreat Center.
These exciting additions not only open up facilities and programs for additional,year-
round youth ministry, but also enhance the current ministry of Lutherhaven. Ten con-
firmation retreats for youth have already occurred and this ministry has only just begun!

Becoming a member
As mentioned earlier, Lutherhaven is run by individuals who are part of the Lutheran Camp Association which is the governing body
of Camp Lutherhaven. These annual members share in the mission and vision ofthis ministry and support Lutherhaven through a
variety ofmeans including volunteering at least ten hours of their time, serving on an appointed committee ofthe Association or of
the Board of Directors,or contributing $100 or more to the Association. Members not only represent an important financial base,
but provide leadership, ideas, and encouragement at Camp’s annual meeting in September and throughout the year. This is a great
way to show your partnership with Lutherhaven. Camp Lutherhaven is yourcamp!

Campership Fund
This fund is an important,annual need as it provides assistance to families who do not have the financial resources to experience a
summer camp program at Lutherhaven. Last year, 73 families were assisted so their children could attend a summer camp adventure.

2nd Season of
Confirmation Retreats
Underway

Over the past 2 years Camp Lutherhaven has
conducted ten different retreats for congregations in
Indiana and southern Michigan through the emerging
Confirmation Retreat program. Four weekends are
still available on this year's schedule of"Stepping Stones
of Faith"retreats and they include November 21-23,
2003,January 9-11,2004,April 30-May 2,2004,and
August 27-29,2004.

Designed to supplement a congregation's confirmation
program,the weekend sets three main goals as the focus for the
weekend. These faith-formation retreats will:

1) Nur ture a more personal relationship between youth 
and Jesus Christ as their Lord and Savior.
