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Summer Staff Take on the World
Every summer God assembles an amazing collection ofyoung peo-

ple to be part of the ministry here at Camp Lutherhaven. As coun-
selors,cooks, lifeguards, maintenance, program staff, and medics they
serve quite effectively by sharing the love of Jesus with campers,par-
ents, and fellow staff members. However, their gifts and servant hearts
extend far beyond the property lines ofCamp.

In the past 2 years alone, approximately one dozen summer staff
members have had opportunities to either study abroad or serve in
some short-term ministry/mission experience. Switzerland,Spain,
Guatemala,New Zealand,and Germany are only a handful ofthe
countries that they have traversed.

The following is an insider's glimpse ofone of those experiences.
Jean Dunbar (Summer Staff '02 & '03) relates a briefsummary upon
her return to the United States.

Lutheran Foundation Grants Make a Difference
Lutherhaven recently received two grants from The Lutheran Foundation. Camp received $22,000 for a new van

and a $6,748 for camperships which enable campers with financial challenges to attend Camp.
Both grants are welcomed with much excitement as they both will already benefit the 2003 summer camp season.

Camp’s current van is over 15 years old and gets used for things such as transporting campers,staff and volunteers as well
as carry supplies and cargo. The exact kind ofvehicle to be purchased is yet to be determined. The aim will be a more
dependable and comfortable vehicle.

For many years now, The Lutheran Foundation has generously supported the Campership Fund at Lutherhaven.
Summer camp has always been a terrific place for kids, youth and adults alike. It has also been Lutherhaven's desire that
no one should be turned away simply because offinancial need.Because ofthat, Lutherhaven's Campership Fund exists.
Over 50 children and youth annually have some level of financial need.Even with The Lutheran Foundation's generous
gift, Camp still needs additional support each year to accommodate the needs ofcampers. Many thanks to the
Foundation and to the individuals like YOU who give to the Campership fund so that all might have the opportunity for
their faith to be nurtured in an Outdoor Ministry setting.

I stepped out ofthe airport into the shocking cold ofthe listless, brown landscape.  Welcome back to
Indiana in the winter!  I have just returned from studying in Costa Rica for a semester.  What an incredible pro-
gram!  While staying with host-families, we studied the history, culture, economy, politics, as well as the language of
the people in Latin America.  Because Costa Rica is relatively stable compared with other Central American coun-
tries, we spent two weeks in Guatemala and also in Nicaragua in order to see a different reality.  Through those
experiences, I was reminded ofhow much our God cares for the poor and oppressed, and how we are called to care
for them in the same way.  

Another unique aspect ofthe program was service opportunities.  During my time there, I team-taught
English to a class ofNicaraguans in Costa Rica and helped teach a fourth grade English class at a private
Christian school.  I also painted at an organization in Guatemala that served many women and children who are
marginalized by society and make their living by picking through the trash in the city dump to find materials to sell.
I loved the focus on the need to be a servant, but I know that I benefited more than any ofthe people I served.
Ultimately from this semester I recognized the responsibility to use my life to better the troubling world-situation.
And with God's help, I will in whatever small way I can.

He cur-
rently serves as the Chairman of the LCMS Foundation Board of Trustees. He has participated in five short-term mission
trips to Ghana West Africa where he taught at the Lutheran Seminary in Accra,and led workshops on preaching and
teaching for lay leaders and church workers.

George has been married to Julie Kay Aarthun for 34 years and they have been blessed with three children,Amy,
Andrew,and Kathryn.Their children are all graduates ofConcordia Lutheran High School in Fort Wayne. All three
attended Camp Lutherhaven and loved it.Amy is married to a Lutheran school principal,Steve Winkelman.They have
blessed George and Julie with two grandchildren:Joshua and Elizabeth.

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Stepping
Stones of Faith

In the fall of 2000,
Camp Lutherhaven was award-
ed a grant from the Lilly
Endowment. One of the
main components ofthis
grant was to initiate a program
that would specifically assist
congregations in supplement-
ing their current confirmation
programs.

After piloting this program with the participation of Pastor Eggold and Bethlehem
Lutheran Church, eight different faith formation retreats known as “Stepping Stones ofFaith”
have been held.Participants have been very positive toward the new programs offered. One
pastor who attended a faith formation retreat with his youth group wrote, "Our group bonded
well together as brothers and sisters in Christ.The program was well planned and implement-
ed. I recommend the "Stepping Stones ofFaith" Confirmation retreat for any congregation
seeking to build unity in faith with its confirmands. The Lord has blessed us richly through
this experience."  A second year ofretreats is planned which includes the weekends ofAugust
22-24,2003,September 26-28,2003,November 21-23,2003,January 9-11,2004,and April 30-
May 2,2004.

The retreats have been developed to supplement confirmation programs that are
already in place within congregations. They are intended to focus on three primary goals. These
faith-formation retreats will:
1) Nurture a more personal relationship between youth and Jesus Christ as their Lord and Savior.  
2) Nurture a daily, lifelong commitment to prayer and personal devotions with God in his Word. 
3) Develop a close, Christian community among participants, especially those from the same congregation.

The weekend retreats are scheduled to begin on Friday evening and go through Sunday
morning. The cost ofthis retreat is $69 per confirmand.

International Camp Sponsors Needed
