been blessed with the greatest number of summer campers
in its history. More than 1700 people were served through

Camp's summer programs in 2005. The theme this year was = :

"Different" based on Matthew 20:28, "For the Son of Man
did not come to be served, but to serve and to give his life
as a ransom for many." (niv) Bright, neon green shirts
abounded as staff and campers investigated the Word to
learn that because Christ was different, we have been made
different, and we are called to live in a different way.

Sticking with the theme, there were a number of dif-
ferent components of camp. One change returning campers
would notice right away is the traditional boys' and girls' cabins
of many years past were flip-flopped. This change better
served the girl/boy ratio and roommate requests that the regis-
trations hold.

Also, new in 2005 was the Junior Servants program.
This volunteer high school program was the merging of the
former workperson and Counselor-in-Training programs. The
JS offering was widely popular, filling to capacity in a few short
days of opening registration and was well led by Logan
Scheiwe, our first-ever Junior Servant leader. Junior Servants
had more interaction with staff and campers than the
workpeople of the past and were able to participate in more
personal and group growth opportunities.

tion of large inflatable water recreational toys. Muncie
Mountain, named after the lake Camp borders, is an 8-foot tall
floating mountain that allows campers to climb on three sides
and slide down the fourth. In the shallow part of the swim-
ming area a large Lily Pad was also added. Campers used it
both as a climbing and resting area. Both of these items were
given as a gift from the St. Paul Lutheran School in Bremen as
a result of their annual Bowl-a-Thon.

Despite numerous things that were different, there
were many things that remained consistent as they have for
decades. Campers still played in the ever-flowing springs, each
day closed with campfire devotions, and moose-kissing hap-
pened on a weekly basis. Above all, the one constant is that
the love of Christ abounds.

Albion Camp Hoping To Nest Ospreys

DNR building platform
to lure endangered bird

As it appeared in The Journal Gazette
September 11, 2005, Outdoors - 11B

ALBION - There are no guaran-
tees, but John Castrale thinks Don
Schroeder's request is worth a try.

Schroeder is the outdoor educa-
tion director at Camp Lutherhaven, a 72-
acre camp on Muncie Lake not far from
Chain O' Lakes State Park. He was curi-
ous if the camp's location might be a suit-
able place to lure nesting ospreys, a fish-
eating bird of prey.

Castrale, a wildlife biologist with
the Indiana Department of Natural
Resources, visited the camp on Wednesday
and thought enough of the prospects to
encourage Schroeder's dream. Castrale
left behind a nesting platform that will be
placed atop a used utility pole being
donated by the Noble County REMC.

"Probably pretty good," Castrale
said when asked what the chances are that
ospreys will find the nesting tower.

"It's always a crapshoot, but they
really like structures. They really like these
types of structures.”

Ospreys are on the Indiana
endangered species list, but the DNR is in
the third year of trying to restore popula-
tions statewide. Young birds are obtained

from researchers who collect eggs from
two locations in Virginia - Chesapeake Bay
and Langley Air Force Base.

"They don't like them nesting in
close association with jets, so they try to
rob all the nests each year and distribute
them to other states,” Castrale said.
"When we get them, they are about 5to 7
weeks old."

The young ospreys are hand fed
for a while before being released to fend
for themselves.

Castrale has worked with two
other raptor reintroduction programs for
the state - bald eagles and peregrine fal-
cons.

"These guys are a little different,”
he said of the ospreys. "They are hard to
get to eat at first, and it's really frustrating.
You've got to force-feed them sometimes,
but after a couple, three days they get the
hang of it. They never really gain weight.
They are lean and mean and skinny. We
have daily contact, and you'd think they'd
sort of get used to you, but they get
wilder as time goes on. You've got to be
careful with them."”

Widely distributed around the
world, ospreys experienced a rapid popu-
lation decline from 1950 to 1980 because
of the insecticide DDT, loss of breeding
habitat and poaching.

"They were scattered throughout

the state through the 1960s and maybe
into the early '70s," Castrale said. "Then
for a number of years we didn't (see) any
that we knew of in the state.”

A pair showed up at Brookville
Reservoir in southeast central Indiana in
the early 1990s.

"For a number of years, that was
the only pair," Castrale said. "Then we
had some activity at Potato Creek State
Park (near South Bend), and Patoka
Reservoir and now Hovey Lake. We had
11 nests this year."

That includes Tri-County Fish
and Wildlife Area near North Webster,
where the DNR has released 24 young
ospreys over the past three years. A pair
of ospreys nested there this spring, and
two other pairs nested at Pigeon River
Fish and Wildlife Area in LaGrange and
Steuben counties.

That's one reason Castrale liked
the Lutherhaven site.

"It's in between Tri-County and
Pigeon River, and birds are coming
through here," he said. "That's why we
released them up here (in northern
Indiana). With the natural lakes, there are
a lot of opportunities for them to nest.
Some of the lakes are not that big, but as
long as they have food choices it should
be good for them."

international campers and participated in daily
cross-cultural activities.

For the 4th year in a row Camp has held
International camp and in that same number of
years we have received sponsorships for interna-
tional campers to attend at very little or no cost.
This year scholarships for 33 Burmese, African,
Bantu, and Hispanic children
were provided from 20
church groups or individu-
als. Gifts totaled more that
$8000 and allowed the camp
to be filled to capacity.

Once again, the
Lutheran Foundation
graced Camp with several
grants. A gift of $9612
helped fund Lutherhaven’s
Campership Fund which
allowed 72 families or 102
individuals to experience a
Christian camping experience
at a reduced cost. Also this
year, Lutherhaven received a
grant of $8025 to upgrade
technology around Camp.
This included new televi-
sions, dvd/vhs players, com-
puters, improved
network/storage capabilities,
and wireless coverage.

Every summer, Lutherhaven is dependent upon a large
team of staff and volunteers to make each camper's stay as great
as it can be. As our camper base grows, so do our needs for
quality summer staff and volunteers. We currently have two cat-
egories of positions for which we will begin to take applications
in the next few months. They are as follows:

SUMMER STAFF:

There are approximately 30 positions available for the full sum-
mer program that typically require residency to be at camp (head
cook is an exception). Staff members must be 18 and are prefer-
ably at least one year out of high school. Positions include pro-
gram staff, cooks, maintenance, medic, lifeguards, and coun-
selors.

JUNIOR SERVANTS:

This is a volunteer program for 9-12th graders. Each Junior
Servant stays for 2 weeks and assist with various tasks around
camp, both with campers and various camp chores. The program
includes time for Bible Study, team building, work and recreation.
The program was widely popular last year and filled very quickly.
