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Twenty-five
retreats! Our 25th confir-
mation retreat was held
on September 22-24,
2006,kicking off our
fourth season offully-
programmed weekend
retreats. Holy Cross
Lutheran, Fort Wayne,
brought 35 students and
six chaperones to be a
part of Stepping Stones
of Faith. This was the
first Lutherhaven confir-
mation event that has
been attended by a group
from Holy Cross.

Conceived in
2000,the confirmation
program has quickly
become the third largest
program of the Camp
Lutherhaven schedule, behind summer camp and outdoor educa-
tion. The growth potential has shown itselfto be quite promis-
ing as the number ofattendees has increased by 46% over the
past two years. Twenty-seven Lutheran congregations from

Indiana,Ohio, and
Michigan have brought
groups to the retreats
with a vast majority
returning annually.
Group have ranged
from 5 to 35 and
attend the retreats
either by themselves or
partner with other
congregations.

For almost two years,the Board of Directors and staff have
been discerning and formulating where God would have them
strengthen,improve,and develop the outdoor ministry of Camp
Lutherhaven for the ultimate benefit of His Kingdom.

The first and probably most important thing to
remember about this plan and future is that we need your help.
Lutherhaven is your Camp!  It is not owned by any one congre-
gation, district,synod,or person. It is an association of mem-
bers including congregations and individuals. As you browse the
four main emphases ofthe plan below, please consider how you
might offer your input. We’re not sure what the future will be,
but we do know that it includes all ofus and,most importantly,
it is in God’s hands.

The four main established goals include:

Congregational Partnerships
Develop and strengthen relationships with LCMS congregations,
schools, and other entities within the ministry area ofCamp
Lutherhaven.

Master Plan
Develop a Master Plan that identifies needed new facilities and
expansion ofexisting facilities, preserves the natural setting of

camp, designates areas for future development and areas off-lim-
its to development,and identifies areas for potential land acquisi-
tion.

Fundraising
Create a comprehensive fundraising plan that provides for the
ongoing support of Camp Lutherhaven using an annual fund,
planned giving, and capital funds.

Staff Care
Provide for the heart (emotional),soul (spiritual),strength (physi-
cal),and mind (mental) of
the year-round
Lutherhaven staff so
that they are free to

minister as
God has called
them.

Camp Lutherhaven Outdoor Ministry Center
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I guess I can't escape
camp. After moving halfway
across the country to do a
journalism internship with U.S.
Figure Skating and live in the
Olympic Training Center, I still
live next door to campers. This
time they're Louisiana gym-
nasts, on complex for a week
to train.A week ago,they were
wrestlers,and before that, pint-
sized skiers.

When work deadlines feel
like the end ofthe world,
it's easy to forget that I have
a higher calling. When a
freak blizzard kept every
flight,mine included,on the
ground the same day Skate
America began,I was more
determined to get to
Connecticut than I ever was
to reach a friend for God.

In Col.3:2-3,it says "Set
your mind on the things above, not on the things that are on
earth. For you have died and your life is hidden with Christ
in God"God has called each of us to different jobs
every day, whether we get a paycheck for them or

not.But His most fervent call to each of us is to
simply be His children,to live our lives hidden in
Him. With God's presence wrapped around us,
every action,no matter how mundane, can
become an instrument ofHis glory and love.
