You’d
think after 14 years I would have seen about every bird one
could see in Northern Indiana.But this year, for the first time, I
spotted a Swainson Thrush,Wood Thrush,and a Gray Catbird.
Not the most colorful ofbirds, but nevertheless, birds Ihad
never seen outside ofa book. Perhaps I’m just getting better at
spotting them.More eye catching than these brown and gray
colored birds, are others we see more regularly here at
Luthehaven. They include:the White Breasted Nuthatch,
Bluebird, Red-Bellied Woodpecker, Oriole, American Goldfinch,
Rose Breasted Grosbeak,Ruby Throated Hummingbird, Downy
Woodpecker, and the Indigo Bunting just to name a few. Keep
in mind that I don’t go looking for birds. Many people enjoy this
hobby, but I can’t remember a time where I went out into the
woods to simply bird watch. Some ofyou may be thinking,
“What a shame with such variety to view” and I’d probably
agree. However Ihave been blessed to witness this small,yet
extraordinary arena ofGod’s Creation.

Bird watching can be like mission work. You go to a
location where you hope to find people that have not heard

about the love of Christ in the hope that you
will have a chance to witness to some. There
are people that are called to this kind of
Kingdom work. For others of us, God brings
people right up to our “window” in order to
witness to them.Some are there for us quite
regularly, others we may only see once in a
great while. All of them need to hear about
God’s good news through our words and
actions. If birds can give us a sense ofawe at God’s creativity
and diversity, one can’t help but be astounded by the extraordi-
nary arena ofpeople that God has created.

Summer camp is almost upon us and Ican’t wait to see
who God is bringing by for us to witness to. His brilliant light
continues to shine brightly wherever His Word is spoken and His
people shine their light.

Who has God been bringing by your “window”?  May
God shine through each of us with His brilliant light.And keep
your eyes open next time you’re up here at Lutherhaven. Maybe
you’ll spot some new birds.

Home School Field Trips

Once again,Lutherhaven has been awarded a grant from
The Lutheran Foundation for our Campership fund,enabling
those with financial need to be able to attend a summer camp.
This year's amount was for $11,500.This amount,combined
with other gifts to this important fund,will help over 100
campers attend. What a blessing!

Camp also again received a grant from the Noble
County Community Foundation through their celebrate diversity
grant for $1000.These funds will help provide scholarships dur-
ing International Camp. Part of the Celebrate Diversity Project's
mission is to support programs that enrich the lives of the resi-
dents ofNoble County and promote cultural diversity. Campers
that attend,do so alongside international campers and participate
in daily, cross-cultural activities.

For the first time, Lutherhaven has received a grant from
the Noble REMC to purchase new life jackets and other water-
front safety equipment for $1075.This important grant will help
campers stay the safest they can while enjoying all the great
waterfront activities inlcuding, kayacking, canoeing, paddleboat-
ing, climbing Muncie Mountain,or just floating around the cool
waters of Lake Muncie.

Camp Lutherhaven was also pleased to receive a grant
from the Indiana LCMS District for continuing education for
$2000.This money helped send the staff to the National
Lutheran Outdoors Ministry Conference entitled “Eyes Wide
Open” held at Camp Sonrise, Pottersville, NY.

We are so thankful for each of these grants and the
impact they have on the work that is done here in Christ’s name!
