In 1968 Tom was married to Kathy who has
served as a Lutheran school teacher and currently

serves on the counseling staff of Cross
Connections, a ministry of Bethlehem Lutheran

Church in Fort Wayne. They have been blessed with three sons
who are married. One son is a Lutheran school teacher and two
sons are pastors in LCMS congregations in Indiana.

Rev. Tom Eggold presently serves as regional director
for urban ministry in the Great Lakes area,specifically working
in the Ohio, Michigan,Indiana,Northern Illinois, South
Wisconsin,SELC,and English districts ofthe LCMS.
